The successful candidate is expected to develop and maintain a grants-supported program of research
leading to publications in high quality journals, teach in our undergraduate and graduate (i.e., MBA, EMBA,
PhD) programs, supervise graduate students, develop Al educational programs and actively engage in
activities serving the school, university, professional community, and contribute to the school’s
governance (i.e. serving on committees). We provide generous funding for research and conference travel
and a reduced teaching load during the first few years of the appointment.
